On page 12 of the March/April issue of AVM there
is an interesting question and answer about the need
to wear gloves when handling peat moss. The article
is too long to fully include here, but to sum up the
answer: The fungus disease “Rose Gardener’s
Disease” caused by Sporotrichum schenckii will not
be contacted by handling peat moss or the product
called Canadian sphagnum peat moss. But, it can be
contacted by handling sphagnum moss which is a
living plant that is green and light tan in color and its
usual appearance is in long strands. The African
Violet Magazine will be at the April meetings so be
sure the check out the full article.

TIPS — What do I do after the show?

You could take your plants home and enjoy them
for awhile. You should watch your newly purchased
plants carefully. Isolate them if you can in another
room. You might put them in a plastic bag for some
time (6 weeks). If neither of these ideas work then
put them on the lowest shelf you have. Trouble
(pests) usually work their way down.

You might try starting some new plants now.
Spring is the best time to be creating new plants from
your leaves.

I hope you went home from the show with some
small starter plants. These starter plants will be next
year’s show plants along with those left over from
your show plants of this year. It is very difficult



(almost impossible) to have a plant ready for next
year’s show from a leaf started now. Certainly no
trailers would have three crowns and be large enough
by next spring. Also, standards will not be eight
inches or more in diameter by spring if started from a
leaf now.

By starting leaves now you could help yourself
and the club by having some sale plants for the fall
sale or the spring show. Also, remember starting
from suckers will allow your plants to mature sooner.
